Through 
specialized coursework, original research, and the completion of a doctoral dissertation, 
graduates of the program are prepared to become thought leaders in academia, ministry, 
or Christian organizations, embodying ethical leadership, effective communication, and a 
commitment to fostering spiritual growth and community transformation.
